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You may have noticed on your way to work or school that there are greatly improved side-
walks, crosswalks, and other traffic safety features near Yreka’s schools.  The City of Yreka 
recently finished the Safe Routes to School Project.  This State-funded project is designed 
to encourage more students to walk to school by improving sidewalks and crosswalks, as 
well as installing speed feedback signs and other features to encourage safe driving near 
schools.  The City targeted streets that are commonly used by students and were in need of 
work to improve safety and accessibility.  Construction was completed in April by RB Aldrich 
Construction of Fort Jones.

QUESTION:  When do I need to get a building permit? 
ANSWER:  Building permits are required for a number of 
projects that you may be starting this summer including:   
 Reroofing a house 
 Building, enlarging, or altering a house 
 Installing water heaters, monitors or wood stoves 
 Decks attached to the dwelling unit 
 Installing a retaining wall more than 4’ high 
 Above-ground pools that are more than 24” deep and all below-ground pools 
 Building a one-story detached structure (such as a shed) that is larger than 120 square feet 
 Electrical or plumbing work that is more extensive than typical minor repairs  
To find out if your project needs a building permit call the City’s Building Department at (530) 
841-2325 or drop by City Hall at 701 Fourth Street.  For more answers to frequently asked 
questions, visit the City’s website at www.ci.yreka.ca.us.
